State of the Library, 2008

Summary

2008 was a busy year. We hosted a number of faamiyts
and partially underwrote the seventh annual Childr&heater
Workshop. We continued to offer popular prograordiffer-
ent age and interest groups, and made our spaitatdedor
various local groups. We replaced 3 sagging basssa
stained/repainted part of the library’s interiodaxterior, con-
verted 4 traverse rods to more suitable rods-amgkriand
planted 40 trees along the riverbank for long-tetabilization.

Operating Income
Although our Annual Fund revenues declined, opegaiti-
come rose 13%, due primarily to increased grardiftghn Once
again over 70% of operating income was generated tur
fundraising efforts, grant writing, and investments



Operating Expenses
Operating expenses rose less than 1%, primariheisonnel
and secondarily in collections. Utilities and maimance costs,
along with supplies and equipment, declined. 7%5%uo ex-
penses are associated with staffing and the lidraitding it-
self (staffing accounts for over half our expenses)

2009 Outlook
We are planning a “conditions assessment” of thesighl
plant which will focus on needed improvements.
The last of the traverse rods will be replaced Inyoae
appropriate rod-and-ring system.
A survey will be developed to assess how well vee ar
meeting program, services, and collection needs.
